· Fear makes us critical “Are there no graves in Egypt?”  (V. 11-12)

Faith also speaks – it says (Exodus 14:13-15)

· Faith says stop, so you can hear God. “Stand still”  – faith has substance (V.13)

· Dwell and esteem God’s presence- worship the Lord

· Rest in God’s Sabbath  - stop your work and give God what you have done for Him to bless (Hebrews 4:10-11)

· The substance of faith is God’s Word. (Matthew 24:35)

· Faith says stop – so you have time to dream/vision

· Faith brings God into your battle “The Lord will fight” (V.14)

· Faith acts “Go forward” (V.15)



Faith is progressive.

· The sea was divided  (V.16)

· The angel of God and a pillar of cloud went before and behind them (V. 19)

There was a separation between the two camps.  

It was light for Israel and night for the Egyptians

· she said – believe and confess

· she touched – act your faith and miracles happened
